Noah’s Ark Christian Preschool

Parent Agreement Form

1. Each child must be picked up no later than five minutes after class is over.  If late, there is a $10.00 charge for every 10 minutes beyond the appointed pick-up time that the child remains on the school premises.  This amount will be billed separately.
2. Each child is accepted into a specific class and time.  Any change in the assigned program must be approved by the parents and the director. 

3. Each child must bring a complete change of clothes in their backpack daily.  Children should dress in “play clothes” that allow them to move freely.

4. Parents or authorized caretakers must accompany the child to the classroom and sign the child “in” and the child must also be signed “out” at the end of the session.

5. Parents must dress their child in appropriate clothes for the weather conditions.  Children are expected to have appropriate outdoor and indoor clothes, i.e. boots, hats, gloves, etc.

6. Parents are expected to comply with all governmental laws, rules and regulations affecting the operation of the preschool.

7. This Agreement may be changed at any time by Noah’s Ark Preschool to comply with governmental regulations or for any reason that would benefit the child’s preschool experience.

8. Parents are permitted access to all parts of the school any time their child is present.  Cooperation in not disturbing the program is respectfully requested.

9. Noah’s Ark staff is required by Illinois law to report any case of child abuse and/or suspected abuse of neglect of a child.  The staff will comply with this mandate.

10. A Parent Directory is published with the name of the child, their parents, address, and phone number.  The Directory will not include any information that the parent specifically requests be excluded.

11. Noah’s Ark will work to serve special needs children.  A decision will be made for a diagnosed special needs child by the parents and the director regarding any special need at the time of enrollment.  A specific written policy will be designed for the child by the director and parent before enrollment.
12. The Discipline and Positive Guidance Policy will be adhered to in all situations.  If a child has a behavioral control problem which continues after three conferences with the director, teachers and parents; the director reserves the right to withdraw the child with a prorated tuition refund.  Every attempt to help the parents find an appropriate educational setting for the child will be made by the director.

13. We encourage parents to share any information regarding family circumstances that may have a marked effect on the child, i.e. the illness of an extended family member, the birth of a new sibling, etc.

14. The director reserves the right to withdraw a child for any of the following reasons:

· Abuse or neglect of parent rules and guidelines.

· Child’s medical requirements are not up to date as required by Illinois law.

· Child’s behavior is consistently disruptive, harmful to self or others, or abnormal.

In all cases the director will attempt to work with the parents to find a suitable and appropriate educational setting for the child.

15. I give Noah’s Ark staff the right to administer First Aid to my child.  In the 
case of a medical emergency I give Noah’s Ark staff the right to administer CPR and the Heimlich maneuver.  In case of any medical emergency we do call 911.  The parent is responsible for any and all medical costs incurred for treatment of the medical emergency.

I acknowledge and accept the terms listed in this Agreement.  I also acknowledge that I have received a copy of the Parent Handbook which includes the guidance/discipline policy and the drop off and pick up policy.
